Imagine: A child sitting in his class feeling hungry because food is in short supply at home and the free hot breakfast and lunch programs have lost their government funding.

Imagine: A child going off to school without school books because there is no longer any money for the family to purchase them.  In Israel the schools do not provide these books and food must come first.

Imagine: A soldier remaining on base for his off Shabbat because there is not enough food on the table in his home for him no less for his family.

Imagine: A Jewish troop without Mezuzot and appropriate spiritual and religious articles because monies have been reallocated for security needs.

We therefore invite you to participate in the ACHI Chesed Program.  The needs are ever growing in Israel and our commitment must be strengthened.  The ACHI Chesed Program is focusing on the spiritual and nutritional needs in Israel both in schools and the Israel Defense Forces.  A recent study by the American Joint Distribution Committee showed that 22% of Israeli households, more than one in five, suffer from inadequate nutrition because of hunger.  In addition, as government monies are being reallocated, the spiritual needs of the Israel Defense Forces must rely on other sources for financial support.
